The department name change
IS in step with a plan to formally add a community relations function to
Township services as well as better reflect existing services offered by the
department and the work produced by its staff. Included with this plan are
revised job descriptions and titles that befit a contemporary media services
department, with staff skills necessary for the times.

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Amendment to the Clinton Township Procurement Policy
Contracts, Service Providers, and Recurring Vendor List

Within 90 days of adoption, and by December 31%, of each year, all Township Departments will
submit a list to the Township Clerk’s office of all recurring contractors, vendors and service
providers utilized by the Township under their review.

included in the list will be:

+ Name-- Contractor, Service Provider or Vendor
Form/Nature of Agreement-- whether expenses are related to a written contract, verbal
agreement, or State of Michigan Department of Management and Budget approved
vendor

¢ Term—Beginning and ending date, or ongoing business relationship

e Subject—products or description of the scope of work

e Price/Costs —if payments are made on a fixed rate or if costs are variable

Exemptions or redactions for confidential expenses can be granted by consulting with the Clerk
with consent of the township attorney.

Each list by Department should be provided in hard copy and electronic spreadsheet format
utifizing software currently made available to all departments by the Township IT Department.

Within 30 days, the Clerk will make the compiled list available to township board members and
provide it to the township IT Department for placement on the township’s website.
